How much will apprenticeships
cost my business?

Our apprenticeship qualifications are
fully-funded by Welsh government,
so there's no cost to your business or
for the employee.

This applies whether your employee
is starting out with a Level 2
qualification or is undertaking a
Level 5 apprenticeship, which is

the equivalent of a Level 5 BTEC or
foundation-level degree.

You'll simply continue to pay your
employee’s usual salary as they
work and learn simultaneously -
developing the latest industry skills
and fresh ideas that boost your
company'’s productivity.

What does my business need to
do to support apprentices?

Supporting an apprentice is simpler
than many businesses expect.

Your main role is fo encourage,
motivate and provide a supportive
environment for learning. This
includes allowing time within
working hours for elements of the
apprenticeship and in some cases
assignment completion.

You'll also have regular contact

with an industry-experienced

trainer coach who delivers the
apprenticeship. They'll provide
updates on progress and work with
you to ensure the learning aligns with
your business goals.

How long do apprenticeship
training courses last?

Our courses usually last between

12 and 24 months, depending on
the level of apprenticeship and the
subject area.

As a general guide, you can expect
the following:

Level
> (Foundation Apprenticeship):
Around 12-18 months
Level
(Advanced Apprenticeship):
3 > Around 15-24 months

(Higher Apprenticeship):
Around 18-24 months

(Higher Apprenticeship):
Around 18-24 months
or longer

The exact length can vary based on
the apprentice’s prior experience,
working hours, and the specific
qualification being delivered. Our
apprenticeships are designed to

be flexible and fit around the needs
of both the learner and you, as the
employer.
